For the Weekend of August 10, 2025 

Dear People of God,  

In the second reading, Paul’s LeƩer to the Hebrews, we are reminded of 
the faith of Abraham. A faith not just to have but, more importantly, to be 
lived. . . . especially when that faith is “put to the test.” There is no beƩer 
Ɵme than the present moment to make this direcƟve of Jesus a central 
reality of our own lives. 

Today, we hear Jesus offer the familiar reminder that we ought not allow 
fear to take hold of our lives. How many Ɵmes do we need to be reminded  
that we should not allow fear to take hold of our lives? We can encounter 
so many things on a regular basis, that can have the effect of causing fear, 
worry, anxiety, stress, and the like. Overcoming fear is a maƩer of humility, 
in that humility enables us to turn our eyes from ourselves and the prob-
lems we face and to turn our eyes on the Lord. When we put our eyes on 
Him, fear dissipates and trust takes its place. 

 In the Gospel today, Jesus also calls His disciples, and all of us, His “liƩle 
flock.”  This is a term of endearment and reveals our Lord’s gentle and 
compassionate heart. It reveals not only that we belong to Jesus, it also 
reveals how hearƞelt His love for us really is. If we understand this love of 
His we will be compelled to love Him back with the same depth of inƟma-
cy. 

Put your trust in God and allow Him to transform you.   

 Prayer:  Lord, please free me from that many fears that I am tempted with 
in life. Help me to have confidence in You and Your grace as I seek to put 
my eyes on the glory of Your Kingdom.  Jesus, I trust in You.

August Franciszek Maria Anna Józef Kajetan Czartoryski, 
SDB, (2 August 1858 – 8 April 1893) was a Polish prince who 
was born in Paris during his family's exile, his constant frail 

health saw much of his childhood being 
shuttled to various health spas. Raphael 
Kalinowski tutored him; the prince turned 
to the priesthood instead of pursuing the 
aristocratic life. But his path into 
the Salesians was not set in stone, for Don 
Bosco believed his frail health would be-
come an impediment to his ecclesial stud-
ies. But Bosco allowed him to undergo 
the novitiate after Pope Leo XIII intervened 
Czartoryski was ordained a priest in 1892 
and settled as a pastor in Savona where
