Dear People of God,                     

What we see in the Gospel today, the Parable of the Talents, is 
Jesus telling us a story that asks why we don’t act like we know 
that God loves us. Because His uncondiƟonal love is not an ex-
cuse for us to do nothing in this life. Instead it’s a reason to be 
willing to try anything. 

The fact is, that while God may love us and embrace us as we 
are, we have very strong evidence from scripture that God is 
not saƟsfied with the condiƟon of this world. In case you have-
n’t noƟced, it’s not too good.  

When it comes to building the Kingdom of God, which Jesus 
told us was the new way to live for all of us, there’s almost 
nothing we could try in the building process that to us doesn’t 
look very, very challenging. It ordinarily involves giving up 
something you know for something you don’t. Building His King-
dom seems like preƩy risky business. 

We are being pushed hard in this Gospel to worry less about 
what we may lose in life, and to set our eyes on what we could 
win. Pope Francis has been challenging the Church to take risks. 
Do something new, he says, when you see that what has been 
done in the past isn’t working any more. 

Never bury a talent. Place a bet with it and see what happens.   
Jesus, I Trust in You.

WHO IS DON BOSCO 
 
John Melchior Bosco, SDB, popularly known as 
Don Bosco, was an Italian Catholic priest, educa-
tor, writer and saint of the 19th century. While 
working in Turin, where the populaƟon suffered 
many of the ill-effects of industrializaƟon and ur-
banizaƟon, he dedicated his life to the beƩerment 
and educaƟon of street children, juvenile delin-
quents, and other disadvantaged youth. He devel-
oped teaching methods based on love rather than 
punishment, a method that became known as the 
Salesian PrevenƟve System.
