Dear People of God 

Today’s Gospel gives Jesus a chance to really sound off on what he 
thought of Caesar or Rome. I believe that’s what the Chief Priests and 
Elders were really hoping for. All their scheming and planning was 
meant to put Jesus in a situaƟon in  which they could really go aŌer 
him and officially put him on the record. It was a poliƟcally charged 
and moƟvated quesƟon.  AŌer their iniƟal flaƩery, came their trap. 
Their objecƟve was to turn Jesus over to the power and authority of 
the Roman governor. 

If Rome arrested him for being an insurrecƟonist, then the Pharisees 
could claim to be blameless. Jesus, however, as usual, redirects their 
quesƟon and the aƩenƟon of the people back at the quesƟoners. He, 
in turn, asks them a quesƟon that will make the Pharisees look ridicu-
lous if they don’t answer it.  

His reply must have really frustrated the Pharisees and Herodians, as 
it leŌ them nothing they could twist and use against Him. 

Reflect upon how deeply you trust the wisdom of God to guide you 
through life. You cannot make it on your own. Trust in His wisdom and 
abandon yourself to His perfect will and you will find that He will 
guide you every step of the way. 

Please pray for peace in the world. . . peace in Ukraine . . . peace 
in the Mid East . . . and peace in countries which are home to 
the more than 110  armed conflicts sƟll raging in the world 
around us.  And as we pray for  peace,  don’t forget to work 
and witness foe jusƟce.

WHO IS DON BOSCO 
 
John Melchior Bosco, SDB, popularly known as 
Don Bosco, was an Italian Catholic priest, educa-
tor, writer and saint of the 19th century. While 
working in Turin, where the populaƟon suffered 
many of the ill-effects of industrializaƟon and ur-
banizaƟon, he dedicated his life to the beƩerment 
and educaƟon of street children, juvenile delin-
quents, and other disadvantaged youth. He devel-
oped teaching methods based on love rather than 
punishment, a method that became known as the 
Salesian PrevenƟve System.
