Carlo Acutis (3 May 1991 – 12 October 2006) was a BriƟsh-born 
Italian student celebrated for his devoƟon to the Eucharist and his use of 
digital media to promote Catholic devoƟon. Born in London and raised in 
Milan, he created a website documenƟng EucharisƟc miracles and Marian 
appariƟons. Diagnosed with leukemia, he died at age fiŌeen. BeaƟfied by 
the Catholic Church in 2020, he is regarded as a model for young believers 
and was canonized as a saint on 7 September 2025. Carlo AcuƟs is oŌen 
referred to as the "first millennial saint". Pier Giorgio FrassaƟ, TOSD 

(6 April 1901 – 4 July 1925) was an Ital‐
ian Catholic acƟvist and a member of 
the Third Order of Saint Dominic.He was 
dedicated to social jusƟce issues and 
joined several charitable organizaƟons, 
including Catholic AcƟon and the Society 
of Saint Vincent de Paul,to beƩer aid the 

poor and less fortunate living in his hometown of Turin; he put his own 
pious beliefs into pracƟce to cater to their needs and was best known for 
his devoƟon and amiable character. He was canonized as a saint on Sept. 
7,2025.
